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ALGEBRA 1 STUDENT CONTRACT

Welcome to Algebra 1! In order for you to achieve your full potential in this class it is necessary for you to adhere to the following classroom procedures and regulations.
Classroom Regulations 

1. You will be assigned seats by your teacher and will be expected to maintain these seats until your teacher changes them. If you are having any difficulties with these assignments, bring them to the attention of your teacher immediately.

2. Hats and coats should not be worn in class.

 The use of any personal electronics in class is prohibited, and will be subject to the penalties specified in the student handbook.

3. No food or drink will be consumed in class (water is ok).
4. Each day’s lesson will begin promptly. If you should arrive late and have a pass, enter quietly and leave your pass on the teacher’s desk.

5. Once in the classroom you should quietly proceed directly to your assigned seats, and take out your notebook and pencil.  

6. Each day’s notes should be recorded in a standard loose-leaf binder. Head each page with the day’s aim and the date.

7. The end of the period is determined by the teacher. Remain in your seat and wait for the teacher to dismiss you. 

8. If your teacher is absent, a substitute lesson will be left for you to complete. You must complete this assignment at the end of the period to be graded. 

9. It is expected that you will participate actively in class discussions and attempt to answer the questions posed (not necessarily correctly). Class participation is a factor in determining your grade. 

Participation – Is expected and includes:

1. Participating in group and class activities.

2. Contributing to class discussion.

3. Arriving on time and prepared to class.

4. Following classroom policies.

5. Not abusing privilege of using the hall pass

Make-up Work. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all work. You are given 1 extra day for each day absent to make up missed homework assignments. If you miss a quiz or test, you must make it up the day you return to school, unless other arrangements are made and agreed to. For extended absences, you have one extra day for each day absent.
Materials:

1. Notebook:  You are required to have a separate notebook for math only.  I recommend that you get a loose-leaf binder that is 1 ½ inches wide. 

2. Textbook – must be covered at all times.

3. Graphing Calculator – no borrowing, you must have your own! I would recommend either a TI-83 Plus, TI-84 or 84 Plus. 

4. Pencils/Erasers (work only accepted in pencil!)

5. Ruler (must have metric side also)

Homework

1. Homework should be done in your notebook. 

2. All assignments are to be headed with your name, topic/section number and date assigned.

3. Assignments are to be done in pencil and with care. You must show your work on every problem. Sloppy or illegible work will not be accepted. 

4. Due dates for all homework assigned are not flexible. Homework information and due dates will be posted on my web page, posted in class and will be told to the student. Work turned in after the due date will not be given credit. Be advised that homework will be assigned almost every night.

5.  In the event of your absence, the assignment will be due upon your return to class. If you have a problem with an assignment due date please speak with me right away.
